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This program is geared toward students with an interest in music production and sonic media creation as well as
music majors. To be enrolled, students must have the permission of both their major advisor and the Wells School
of Music minor advisor. Students who enroll in the BM in Studio Composition major may not enroll in the Minor in
Music Production.

The Minor in Music Production provides a program of 18 credits of study as follows:

3MTC 123 is repeatable and enrollment is determined by audition.
